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RESEARCH GRANT INSTRUCTIONS AND APPLICATION AND ASSESSMENT

The Michigan Animal Health Foundation (MAHF) Research Grants Program provides monetary support for research projects that help animals to have longer, better, and healthier lives. The MAHF offers grants of up to $10,000 for research proposals designed to improve health and welfare of animals. The funding period for Research Grants is one year. 

RESEARCH GRANT INSTRUCTIONS
Grant Cycle
Grant applications are accepted on an annual basis and are due by July 1st each year. Proposals are reviewed and evaluated by the MAHF Board of Trustees. Successful applicants are notified and presented with the grant monies in two installments; 50% of approved grant monies are dispersed following grant approval, and the remaining 50% are dispersed once a satisfactory progress report is received on the project. Upon completion of the project, the project leader will submit a final report suitable for distribution by MVMA in their publications and/or website. Manuscripts resulting from the research will also be forwarded to MVMA as they are published.

Proposals
Proposals for MAHF Research Grants must conform to format specifications and provide all information and descriptions as indicated in the application form, below. Note that proposed research should benefit the animals and people of Michigan.

Budget
Grants awarded are up to $10,000. Budget items must be essential to the proposed study. MAHF will pay the costs of supplies, services, and personnel essential to the proposal, such as student labor, but will not pay or replace the salary of the project leader. Purchase of equipment costing more than $500 will not be approved unless equipment is necessary for completion of the proposed research. Budget must be itemized with all expenses justified. The MAHF does not pay overhead costs. 

If the MAHF grant provides only a part of the total cost of a research proposal, the project leader must explain the other sources of funding and what specific aspect of the research project will be supported by MAHF funds. The MAHF requires recognition for its contribution in publications and presentations even if it provides only a portion of the total budget.

Qualifications of Recipient
Applicants for Research Grants do not need specific formal training, titles, or types of employment, but must indicate how they are qualified to conduct the project as described. 

Humane Care of Animals
MAHF requires the humane care of any animals used in the project. All research projects that include animals must be approved by an Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee or equivalent. Any inappropriate care or inhumane treatment will result in immediate withdrawal of grant money.

Awards
Applications for MAHF Research Grants are assessed for merit in a consistent and equitable manner. Meritorious applications are awarded as funding is available. Applicants will be notified no later than August 1st of the disposition of their application.
